Directions and Parking for WISE (Mercury) Centre on 10 Station Road
A.  By Train: A regular train service operates from London Marylebone/Banbury with a journey time of 35/50 minutes. The train station [Point 6 on map] is only a 5-minute walk to the Islamic Centre (Point 1).
B.  By Bus: Catch any bus to London Road; embark opposite the Union Baptist Church (Point 3 on map). 

C.  By Car: From M40, Junction 4, take A404 (signposted High Wycombe), down Marlow Hill for a mile. Right at first mini roundabout, left at second, right at third (signed A404 to Amersham). This is Queen Victoria Road (one way). Move into right lane and turn right at traffic lights (Easton Street). Move into left lane and follow road until it joins London Road. Immediately, turn left into Railway Place Car Park and park at the furthest end.  From there you can walk (or drive via rear exit) onto Station Road (Point 5 on map).
Location: 10 Station Road, High Wycombe, HP13 6AD.

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Parking instructions: 
1.  The WISE Centre car park [1] is only for staff, guests, visitors, disabled people and for deliveries.  Otherwise, do not park in the Islamic Centre car park.  Also, avoid parking on the streets next to the Centre as this is residents’ parking.  
2.  The Railway Place car park [3] is the closest one to the Centre but is usually quite full during office hours on weekdays.  It is a pay-and-display car park but is free in the evenings and all day Sundays.  The entrance is from the point where Easton Street becomes London Road.

3.  The Easton Street multi-storey car park [2] (next to Union Baptist Church) has the most spaces.  We recommend using this car park on Fridays as it is within walking distance to the Centre, and has pay-as-you-leave parking so you don’t have to worry about your parking running out (machine gives change or pay by credit card).  After parking, keep your ticket and walk through the exit at the rear of the car park from Level 6, and turn right on the path [5], this will lead to Station road (dotted line on map).  On returning, note that you will need to swipe your parking card to open the doors on this level.
4. Duke Street car park [4] has a few spaces.  After parking there, you will need to walk through the subway under the railway line to access Station Road, and then turn left.
